How will you present your findings/project? Again completely up to you, some ideas might be a 
powerpoint, a video, a voice recording or podcast, a poster or a booklet with facts and pictures…you 
decide.   
Bring art into your project by making something like an air raid shelter or a painting, again if you have 
focused in on something else maybe you’ll decide to base your art on that, either way I’ve links below if 
you’re looking for an idea.
